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Purpose: Home Evening represents a unique opportunity to study the gospel and strengthen discipleship, build friendships, serve, and recreate together. 

Home Evening in BYU-Idaho YSA Wards may be organized as described in the Handbook of Instruction 
2.2.4 Home Evening and Other Activities under the direction of stake and ward leaders. 

Single members and others can gather in groups outside the normal Sabbath worship services to participate in home evening and strengthen one another through gospel study. Come, Follow Me may be a resource for those who desire to study together.

Home evening is flexible according to members’ circumstances.  It may be held on the Sabbath or other days and times.  It may include: 

· Gospel study and instruction. 
· Serving others.
· Recreational activities, etc. 

Your primary responsibilities as a Home Evening Group Leader include:
· Planning weekly Home Evening study and activities.
· Reach out and minister to those who are not actively involved in your group.
· Report Home Evening attendance and whether an activity was held.
· Reach out to the Home Evening Coordinators or the bishop if challenges arise. 

Plan to meet with your partner (and possibly your entire group) to plan the discussions and activities for the semester.  Invite group members to participate in meaningful ways. Communicate often and openly.

Home Evening Coordinator responsibilities include: 
· Participating in Ward Council as invited
· Organize Home Evening under the direction of the bishopric
· Support Group Leaders with ongoing communication
· Planning ward Home Evening activities as needed
· Provide reports to the bishopric as requested

· Groups are welcome to attend on Monday nights at 7:00 pm at the Manwaring Student Center.
· Whole ward activities need to be scheduled for materials needs for large numbers.
· Service activities are held monthly and can also be scheduled.
