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Suggested Packing List 

 
As a tour participant, you represent the best of Brigham Young University-Idaho and are 
held to a higher standard. We expect you to look sharp, modest, and uphold the highest 
standards of the CES Honor Code and Dress and Grooming Principles and Expectations. 
When packing, only bring clothing that is neat, clean, and modest. Shorts, graphic tees 
(other than BYUI tees), and baseball caps are not permitted on tour. Hair should be neat 
and trimmed. Men should be clean shaven. If worn, mustaches should be neatly trimmed. 
Beards are not permitted. No piercings other than earrings for women.  
 
Luggage: You may bring 1 carry-on suitcase (maximum dimensions, including handles and 
wheels, are 22" x 14" x 9") and 1 personal item (backpack) that must fit under the seat in 
front of you on the airplane. 
Liquids: Liquids and gels are limited to containers of 3.4 oz or less. All containers must fit 
into one single, transparent, quart-sized bag.  
Concert Attire: Your concert attire, shoes, and accessories will be packed in garment 
bags provided by the university.
